SWIFT Medics is aregistered charity, whose volunteer
doctors provide immediate medical care for
emergencies in Wiltshire, involving both
adults and children.

Doctors respond to calls 24/7 to attend the scene of
‘accidents’ or sudden severe serious medical
conditions such as heart attacks, severe asthma or
meningitis.

. SWIFT Medics have 10 member doctors operating across the
county of Wiltshire. Doctors attend incidents in their “spare
time”. All doctors have working positions in addition to
SWIFT Medics.

. All doctors and staff work on a volunteer basis — no fees or
salaries are paid to any member of SWIFT Medics.
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SWIFT Medics Skill Base

« Strong emergency response experience — GP and hospital
based, trained for critical and emergency care through present
working positions and with additional SWIFT Medics funded
training

« SWIFT Medics and each individual doctor has strong working
links with Great Western Ambulance Service and Wiltshire Air
Ambulance with knowledge and links to all local hospitals.

« Each doctor fully equipped for emergency use including
critical care drugs and high tech monitors and defibrillators
carried in own vehicles for immediate response.
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How SWIFT Medics work

 Calls come into 999 system

 Within 30 seconds a trained operator can request the
attendance of a SWIFT Medics doctor.

« SWIFT Medics are the only doctors available to call on
by both the NHS funded Great Western Ambulance
Service and the charitably funded Wiltshire Air
Ambulance.
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Incidents SWIFT Medics attend

Currently about half of SWIFT Medics calls are for accidents , road
traffic or otherwise with the other half for medical emergencies

 Road Traffic Collision often involving multiple casualties
 Farm or factory, aviation, equestrian or motorsport emergencies
« Severe head injuries, Severe burns Cardiac arrest

« Severe asthma, Suspected severe meningitis,

 Limb amputation or partial amputation/entrapment

« Significant paediatric trauma, Significantly unwell children

« Obstetric emergencies involving trauma or pre-term birth

to provide all drugs needed for the use at trauma incidents

to fund doctors for response driving courses with Wiltshire Police
to fund doctors in the emergency medical care courses they need

Approximate cost to do this is £18,000 per annum
